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The rich exchange resources in NSYSU have always been the resources I yearn for, and I was lucky
enough to apply to Germany which I have always wanted to go. I exchanged to University of Munich
which has a long history. I have gained a lot of valuable experience in both academics and daily life. In
terms of academics, I have experienced a different teaching method from Taiwan. In class, everyone will
express their opinions, and the teacher will also put forward different opinions, which can stimulate
students' ability to think and debate. In addition, students in LMU are more free in choosing courses. They
can choose many electives they want and decide whether they want to take the exam after self-assessment
of their mastery of the course. But freedom also means self-discipline. There is no midterm exam in
Germany, only the final exam. The two courses I took this time don't have to sign up in class, the grades
only judge by the final exam results. So how many classes to take, whether to take online classes or
physical classes, when to start preparing for the exam, etc. are all decided and arranged by myself. In the
part of daily life, it is even more rewarding. On the one hand, through this exchange opportunity, I visited
many different countries, saw a lot of spectacular scenery and buildings, and experienced different
cultures, such as the enthusiasm of the southern Europeans, the carefulness of Germans. In addition, this
exchange experience also changed some of my habits and aspects. Because communication is not as
convenient as in Taiwan, I learned to prepare many things in advance, and became more careful and able to
pay attention to more details. I have also become braver and independent, stepping out of my comfort zone
to make new friends, thinking of ways to deal with many things and finding a lot of information, such as
plane tickets, traffic, tickets, school systems, etc., to improve my ability to solve problems while breaking
through myself. I also learned how to get along with myself . I used to be afraid of being alone, and didn’t
like to go shopping and eat alone, but when I went abroad, I often had to be alone with myself. I was not
used to it from the beginning. Later, I gradually discovered the benefits of being alone, and even learned to
enjoy my leisure time alone. Also learned to slow down to find things that can bring me happiness in daily
life, from a flower on the side of the road to a large meadow. These are things that I don’t pay special
attention to in Taiwan. This habit has continued to this day. On the usual way to school, I began to find
some scenery or shops that I hadn’t noticed before. In addition, I also like Munich very much. The
transportation is convenient. You can go to many places just by taking the subway. There are many exotic
cuisines that can satisfy all kinds of preferences. There is also well-known Oktoberfest, which has joyous
atmosphere. Everyone drink and dance together which is really a must-go activity once in your life. The
most important thing is that Munich is very safe, most people are very friendly, and the subway is also
very clean. It is a city where you will feel happy living there. Although it was only half a year, it was
definitely the most precious memory in my life. It not only broadened my knowledge, but also changed
some of my old habits. During the exchange period, whether it was a good thing or a bad thing, they were
all very meaningful. The people and things I met are deeply imprinted in my mind. While acquiring so
many things, my English ability has also been greatly improved. In short, although it will cost a lot of
money and the process before going abroad are also very cumbersome. What I got definitely exceeded
what I gave, and I want to thank myself for choosing to go abroad.
