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Application Guidelines for Hiroshima University
3+1 Program (for AY2022 Admission)

Hiroshima University 3+1 Program™ welcomes applications from international students interested in
pursuing studies at Hiroshima University. Application requirements and details are provided below.

*1 Hiroshima University 3+1 Program

In this program, Hiroshima University, hereinafter referred to as “HU”, accepts international students who have completed their third
year of undergraduate studies at their home institution, and provides fourth-year education, including Specialized Education Courses
and Research Tutorial for their graduation thesis to be submitted to their home institution. Upon successful completion, 3+1
Program students will receive a program completion certificate from HU, and will be able to transfer the credits earned at HU to their
home institution and will be granted a bachelor’s degree from their home institution. ~After completing the program in June of the
following year, students who meet the prescribed requirements(*2) may be admitted as Research Students, and then to one of HU’s
Graduate Schools after passing its entrance examination. The program also accepts international students who have completed their
second year of undergraduate studies at their home institution. HU’s faculty members will provide third-year education, including
Specialized Education and Research Tutorial in accordance with students’ research plans. ~ Students in this program will belong to
one of the schools as Special Auditing Students. Many of the classes will be taught in Japanese.

*2  Please note that you might be required to gain agreement from a prospective supervisor and comply with a language requirement,

which vary according to each school.

1. Eligibility Requirements for Applicants
Applicants must be enrolled in undergraduate programs at their home institutions with which HU has
concluded an agreement on the 3+1 Program and meet all four of the following requirements.
1) Applicants are enrolled in their fourth or third year of an undergraduate program at their home institution
at the time of admission to this program (October 1, 2022).
2) Applicants meet one of the following language proficiency requirements:
1) Japanese-Language Proficiency Test N1
ii) TOEFL (iBT): 61 or higher, TOEFL (PBT): 500 or higher, IELTS (Academic) 5.0 or higher, or
CET (College English Test): Grade 6
iii) Language skills equivalent to i) or ii) above
3) Applicants are certain to be granted a student visa upon entering Japan.
Regarding the applicants who are studying at other universities in Japan, there is a possibility that
the Certificate of Eligibility(CoE) will not be issued or it will be issued late.
4) Applicants have been recognized by the head of their home institution that studying at HU will not
hinder the timing of their graduation from their home institution, based on the number of credits already

earned and expected to be earned.

2. Enrollment Period
The enrollment period in this program varies depending on the student’s school year at his/her home
institution when he/she is admitted to this program.
1) Applicants in their fourth year: From October 1, 2022 to June 30, 2023
After completing this program, students who meet all the prescribed
requirements can continue their studies at HU as Research Students, and
will then be able to enter one of HU’s Graduate Schools in October 2023
or April 2024 if they pass its entrance examination.
2) Applicants in their third year: From October 1, 2022 to September 30, 2023

In the case that participants cannot enter Japan by the day before October 1 due to the entry restriction

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caused by COVID-19, participants will possibly attend the classes or research tutorial online through all
or part of the program term.

Please be noted in advance that tuition will not be reduced or refunded in the condition stated above.

3. Tuition
1) Applicants in their fourth year: 399,600 yen (for three terms)
2) Applicants in their third year: 532,800 yen (for four terms)
Neither application fee nor admission fee are charged. In addition to tuition, 3+1 Program students are

charged insurance premiums and other fees.

4. Accommodation
HU will provide information on private apartments. Besides tuition, students are responsible for their

accommodation costs.
<Reference>
Monthly rents for single-person apartments in Higashi-Hiroshima City where HU’s main campus is located are between about 20,000 and
50,000 yen. Monthly living expenses (including accommodation costs) are estimated to be at least 80,000 to 100,000 yen.
The School of Medicine, Dentistry and Pharmaceutical Sciences are in the Kasumi Campus which is located in Hiroshima City, and
monthly rents for single-person apartments are between about 30,000 and 60,000 yen.

(Expected date of graduation must be provided)

(designated form; with a half-length, hatless, full-face photo, taken within the past 3 months)

6) Document certifying language ability™
Documents 1) — 6) must be written in either Japanese or English. However, in the case of a copy of
a CET (College English Test) certificate, Chinses is acceptable.

*3  When sending your Research Proposal in electric format, please submit it as a Word document. In that case, you do not need
to put your signature in the Applicant’s Signature field. However, when you submit your Research Proposal by post, please be
sure to sign your name in the Applicant’s Signature field.

*4  Please submit a copy of the Certificate of Result and Scores of the highest-level Japanese-Language Proficiency Test you have
ever taken, or a copy of the official Score Report of an English language test. Applicants filing under eligibility requirement iii)
of 2) in Section 1. Eligibility Requirements for Applicants should submit a Certificate of Language Proficiency (designated form)
prepared by a faculty member of their home institution.

1) Copy of passport pages containing the applicant’s name, photo and passport number*®

2) A photo (40mm X 30mm, half-length, hatless, full-face) taken within the past 3 months,

3) Proof of financial resources to cover applicants’ expenses during his/her stay in Japan
(either 1) or ii) below)
i) Statement of Financial Support (designated form) and Certificate of Bank Account

(issued by the bank, photocopy acceptable) *7

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i1) Certificate of Scholarship (a copy is acceptable only for those who have been selected to receive

the scholarship)
*5 If your passport is being issued, please submit a copy of an official certificate that proves your name, date of birth, etc.
*6 Please submit a Certificate of Bank Account showing a balance of more than 960,000 yen.

6. Selection Method
Applicants who meet all the requirements stipulated in Section 1 will be evaluated comprehensively based
on their application documents (academic record, language proficiency, etc.) and interviews (content of the

research proposal, language proficiency skills, eagerness to learn, etc.).

7. Academic Advisor
Applicants will be required to select ONE prospective academic advisor whose research field matches
theirs from “List of Academic Advisor”, “List of instructor proactively recruiting participants” and “Profiles
of Faculty and Research Scholars (http://seeds.office.hiroshima-u.ac.jp/search/index.html?lang=en)”, fill out
the Research Proposal form with reference to the attached sample. Please note, however, that as a result of
the screening mentioned in Section 6, you may not be allocated your preferred academic advisor.
Applicants cannot choose the faculty members in the attached “List of unavailable academic advisor” as

desired academic advisor due to the retirement etc.

8. Courses and Class Schedule

Students in the 3+1 Program will study Specialized Education Courses, Peace Studies, and language
courses (Japanese or English). Students will also receive Research Tutorial on their Diploma Thesis (or
Research Report) to be submitted to their home institution. The class schedule varies depending on the
student’s school year at their home institution at the time of admission to this program.

1) Forth-year students: From the 3™ term of AY 2022 to the 1% term of AY 2023

2) Third-year students: From the 3™ term of AY 2022 to the 2™ term of AY 2023
