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The covid-19 in 2020 really disrupted the plans of many people. Fortunately, I successfully
arrived in Japan and started one-year study abroad life. When we first arrived in Yamagata,
Yamagata had no cases of covid-19, so we still can go to school. But after a week, the numbers
of infected people gradually increased and our class became online teaching. The burden of
online courses is easier than before, so I have enough time to adapt to living alone in Japan,
and I also travel around Yamagata during this time.
After the covid-19 stabilized in June, some courses resumed physical teaching. There are
homework and quizzes every week, but if you follow the teacher’ s teaching pace to complete
1t, your Japanese skills will really improve. I already passed N3 before the exchange, and
passed N2 after half a year of exchange, which is considered to be a goal to be achieved

after the exchange in Japan.



In addition to studying, seizing the opportunity to play in Japan is also one of the things
I think is very important. Although it is impossible to go to major cities such as Tokyo
and Osaka due to the covid-19, there are still many fascinating attractions in the six
northeastern prefectures, and they are also the places that most Taiwanese are unlikely to
visit.

[t 1s recommended that students who want to apply for exchange at Yamagata University, as
long as you dare to speak in language, it will not be a big problem to meet people who are
willing to listen. Also seize the opportunity to get to know foreign friends more, so that
you can definitely leave an unforgettable exchange experience.
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
