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The Technische Hochschule Niirnberg Georg Simon Ohm is a public Technische Hochschule in
Nuremberg, Bavaria. With 12,200 students and 1,800 faculty members, it is the second biggest Technische
Hochschule in Bavaria.

Second, the language skill and the confidence of presenting in public.

All the courses I have chosen have to make the presentation, one in German and two in English, which
made me improve my language skills and overcome my fear of standing in front of people.

Third, the communication skill with the members from different countries.

Most of the presentations were group projects, so communication was pretty important. In Germany, no
one would ask for your opinion if you didn't speak out. So I should try to express my opinion more often
than I did in Taiwan.

Besides learning in the school, I participated in diverse activities, including language exchange, visiting
the local family, and gatherings with other international students. I could figure out what kinds of cultural
differences between Taiwan and other countries , and what I learn from them in every activity.

On the other hand, when living abroad, I should deal with everything by myself, which made me more
independent and organized. One of the most important things is controlling living expenses. There are lots
of apps and activities that can help me save money on the cost of groceries. I should use them to organize
shopping list beforehand. There is a lot of paper works for foreigners and every process is not as
convenient as In Taiwan. I should track everything by myself and sometimes need to have a call in
German.

As I mentioned above, There are lots of things I learned no matter in school or daily life during the
exchange period. When I looked back for the past six months, I recognized that I experienced so many
things in Europe and grew up a lot by all the things. I am still glad that I decided to participate in the
exchange project. It was the best decision I made in my life so far!
