Insurance &
Health Certificate

Insurance

Students must purchase overseas health and
accident insurance for the whole duration of their
stay in Taiwan. The insurance plan in English or
Chinese must be submitted on the university's
registration day. It is also compulsory for students to
purchase the NSYSU Student Group Insurance
(326NTD/semester). The fee will be included in the
invoice given upon orientation.

One-year students who hold an ARC for more than 6
months are eligible to apply for the NHI (National
Health Insurance). They need to contact the OIA
coordinator once they are eligible to apply for an NHI
card.

Health Examination

All exchange students are required to complete
health examinations before coming to Taiwan.
One-semester students: Health Certificate Form C
One-year students: Health Certificate Form B

A copy of the certificate must be submitted upon
registration.
