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Yonsei University is a member of the SKY (Seoul National University, Korea University, Yonsei
University) — the three major higher education institutions in Korea. Taiwanese exchange students are
assigned to the main campus in Sinchon. The School of Business is located in front of Yenhee Hall — their
iconic building. Yonsei University's School of Business is one of the oldest business schools in Korea and
was among the first to receive international accreditations from AASCB, EQUIS, and AACSB.

<Course Overview>

1. Managing in Emerging Markets: This course introduces the management risks in emerging markets,
using China and African countries as examples to explore how leading local companies create business
opportunities. In the first half of the semester, there are weekly group presentations on assigned literature.
In the second half, students work in groups to analyze the theme of "global mindset," and each group is
required to produce a short paper and present it at the end of the semester.

2. Intro to Psychology: The early part of the course focuses on the structure of the human brain and how
neural networks transmit information to generate responses in the human body. The latter part mainly
covers the principles behind various psychological cognitive processes.

3. Understanding K-POP: This course introduces various music genres in Korean popular music from the
early 20th century to the present.

I highly recommend the Managing in Emerging Markets course. The content is solid, and the selected
literature by the professor is very interesting. If you pay attention in class, you can learn a lot. The course
includes two group presentations. It provides an opportunity to discuss and exchange opinions with
exchange students from different countries, allowing for substantial practice in English expression. The
professor provides data for us to develop our topics, analyze using SPSS, and produce a paper, providing
an experience in academic research.

<Life in Seoul>

1. Visiting Traditional Architecture: Seoul is a city where modernity and tradition coexist. You can often
come across buildings featuring traditional Korean architecture in Seoul City, such as the Hanok in Ikseon-
dong, repurposed into restaurants and shops. Many ancient traditional buildings have been well-preserved,
with areas like Bukchon Hanok Village and Gyeongbokgung retaining historical traces. Nearby, there are
numerous businesses where you can rent Hanbok (Korean traditional clothing).

2. Experiencing "Nightlife": Koreans love gathering for meals and drinks, and nightlife culture is
particularly popular among young people. Yonsei University is close to Hongdae, one of the three major
nightclub districts in Korea, and I've experienced the nightlife there a few times. The establishments in the
Hongdae nightclub district are concentrated, and typically categorized by different music genres (EDM,
HIPHOP). Koreans often visit several bars in one night, then continue to multiple nightclubs to dance. It's
common to dance until the subway starts operating in the morning, so it can be quite tiring.

3. Urban Exploration: On holidays, I like to visit different cafes to check out their unique offerings. In
Korea, every few shops, you'll find a cafe. Therefore, Seoul's streets and alleys are filled with a variety of
coffee shops, perfect for coffee enthusiasts or dessert lovers to explore. Lotte Tower in Seoul is the seventh
tallest building in the world. I went to experience the Sky Bridge before, a suspension bridge higher than
the observation deck, providing a 360-degree panoramic view of Seoul. Additionally, Lotte World, aside
from being an amusement park, also has an indoor ice skating rink for the thrill of skating in the city.

1. Language Proficiency: I have practiced English speaking daily as most of my friends at Yonsei
University are from Europe and the Americas. Group discussions in class can further improve my ability to
express ideas in English.
