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School Exchange Overview

Czech Technical University (Ceské vysoké udeni technické v Praze, CVUT)

Founded in 1707, Czech Technical University is one of the oldest technical universities in Central Europe,
ranking 454 in the 2024 QS rankings. The main campus is located in Dejvicka, while the Faculty of
Biomedical Engineering is in Kladno (an hour's drive from the main campus). The Faculty of
Transportation Sciences and the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering are not on the main campus but in the
city center. Choosing courses from these faculties requires extra commuting time to consider.

Course Experience

1. Czech for Foreigners |

This was my favorite course at the exchange school, a small class with only 12 students. During class, the
teacher would start by reviewing assignments, then engage us in group and individual Quizlet activities to
review vocabulary learned the previous week. The teacher also directly asked us questions and made sure
everyone took turns answering.

2. International Business Life

This course delved into various case studies encountered in international business, examining how
geography, history, geopolitics, and culture influence managerial decisions. Discussions revolved around
international issues that may arise when foreign companies expand into new countries or work with team
members from different nationalities on projects.

3. Network Technology 1

This course, part of the FIT College, was said to be the easiest among computer science students. It mainly
covered wired Ethernet networks, including topics like twisted pair cables, hubs, switches, routers, and
various configurations, along with TCP/IP network protocols. The content aligned with Cisco Netacad's
CCNALI - R&S course, and both lectures and lab simulations were conducted using Cisco's Packet Tracer.

2. Increased confidence, more willing to initiate conversations with strangers.

4. Real-life experience of cultural differences between Europe and Asia.
