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First of all, I think CTU is a good place for exchange student, it has dormitory and close to city center, also, living
in Prague won’ t cost much money, it" s about 1.5 times from Taiwan, students can travel around Europe after
the semester. In CTU, we will have buddy, they are local students and will help us know more about school,
because of coming from different country, we have to talk in English, it helped me improved my English skills.
Actually, my own faculty is about biomedical, but the faculty 1s very far from the dormitory, it took me one hour



to go there, and also the classes was too hard for us to learn, and also the classes what I want to choose in the
beginning didn’ t open, so I chose the classes from other faculty: Masaryk Institute of Advanced Studies, it is the
business faculty in CTU, so if you are the student studying in management in Taiwan, you can also choose CTU
for your exchange school, the business faculty have lots of classes, and the professor teach very well, ' m sure
you can not only learn lots of things but also improve your English speaking during the semester.

As for the exchange program, I had the opportunity to stay abroad for five months. This is a wonderful experience
for me who has dreamed of living abroad since [ was a child. It was very exciting and a little bit nervous for me.
Living independently and living abroad, it 1S important to take care of yourself, you had to set up your own
network, opened an bank account, did some grocery shopping, etc., to complete all kinds of things independently,
let me believe that I can do anything.

During the semester, ' ve met lots of students from Taiwan, we lived together and had meal together, because of
having meal in restaurant was very expensive, we cooked almost every day, my cooking skills improved a lot
during the semester, [ learned where to buy cheap groceries, and also bring my own meal to school instead of
having meal in the restaurant.

Also, during the exchange life, I had travel to twenty-two countries, I truly fulfilled work hard and play hard, I
also met a lot of culture shock, I learned how to face them and accept them. During the trip, I was very careful
about my personal belongings, some of our friend” s bag was stolen during the trip, other countries are not as
safety as Taiwan, if you are about to go to Europe, you must search the internet and prepare some suitable
backpacks or some prevent-stolen bags. Also, you can travel around Europe to visit students from NSYSU, for me,
we had a group and went to a trip to the same country, it was really happy to meet students from the same home
university, I had met more than ten students from NSYSU!

At the last, ' m very glad that I had joined the exchange program, I ve learned lots of things and also become
independent, I truly recommend every student join the program, no matter which country you are going to, I m
sure you will have great experience.
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
