Courses in CAU



Almost all college in the school offer courses in English.l took 3 courses in this semester and got a
total of 9 credits:

1) FUNDAMENTALS OF LOGISTICS (1) (3 credits, taught in Chinese): Teacher will introduce the
different aspects of logistics, packaging, distribution processing, distribution, and green logistics,
semen logistics, reverse logistics, etc.

2) INTRODUTION TO CHINESE LINGUISTICS (3 credits, taught in Korean): | chose the Introduction to
Chinese Linguistics course because | want to know how people in non-Chinese speaking countries
learn Chinese. Since most of students are Koreans, the class is mainly taught in Korean and Chinese,
while the textbook "Modern Chinese" is a Chinese book. This class introduces some Chinese tones
and what foreigners will learn when they learn Chinese.

3) INTERMEDIATE KOREAN LANGUAGE-A (3 credits, taught in English): Each class will have a grammar,
some vocabularies and sentence patterns. The teacher will ask students go to the stage to practice
the dialogue, or directly use the contents of the textbook to ask students questions in Korean. The
content of the study is mainly based on daily life conversations.

Life in South Korea

The International Affairs Office of Chung-Ang University will probably run 3-4 times for the exchange
students to experience the local life in Korea (referred to as: CKEP). The fee is free and the first to win
first.
